APPROVAL OF   
MINUTES: The minutes of the August 27, 2008, Park and Recreation Commission 

were approved as written.

STAFF REPORT: 1.  Adult Flag Football will start October 5 with a  practice game and the 

season will start October 12 through November 30, 2008 for the season.  
They will be played on the Bishop Union High School on Sunday 
afternoons.  Have about 6-8 teams interested and teams from Lone Pine 
and Mammoth.  

 
 2.  There will be a Community Center meeting October 2, 2008.  Will 

facilitate the meeting and see what the committee envisions for the 
Center.  Then will have a public meeting to see what the community 
would like to see in the Center.  The Community Center is in Phase II of 
the Master Plan. 

 
 3. Cal Trans donated used solar panels to the City of Bishop for heating 

the pool.  Will be meeting with local contractors to see what is needed 
and if the conversion is possible. 

 
 4.  Punt, Pass and Kick program is Sunday, September 21 at the Bishop 

Union High School Football Field.  This is for boys and girls ages 8-15 
years old. 

 
 5.  Would like to start a Youth Sports Committee this fall with all the 

different sports organizations.  The basic rules would govern all the 
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sports organizations in Bishop and would oversee coaches, facilities, etc.  
Would also set up rules for safeguards in the sports community and be 
consistent throughout the organizations.  Commissioner Cox inquired 
whether roller hockey would be included.  Director Caldwell advised that 
we will be promoting safe sports and opportunities for everyone in 
sports.  

  
OLD BUSINESS: 1.  Lower tennis courts demolotion is moving quickly.  Once this is 

complete will have to decide what to do with the area.  Commissioner 
Hallenbeck wanted to know if the trees would be replaced.  Director 
Caldwell advised that if the area were used as an activity area that 
appropriate trees would be planted.  Also maybe another picnic and 
shade area. 

 
 2.  Dogs in the park area a continued concern.  The City Council is aware 

of the problem and the question of enforcing the ordinance is an issue.  
Park staff are not enforcers.  We need to come up with a positive solution 
and will continue to work on this issue. 

 
 3.  Met with Bishop DWP about extending the lease to 50 years and 

include the Master Plan in the lease.  We felt that this meeting was very 
promising.  Next week we will meet with Mr. Nahai in Los Angeles with 
the proposed lease. 

 
 4.  We have a full time staff member out on Worker’s Comp with nerve 

damage to his shoulder.  He will have a medical evaluation in November 
at which time we will know if he will be returning.  Commission 
Weatherford said that he wished the seasonal help didn’t have to leave 
the end of September and there could be projects in the winter months 
that could be completed.

the winter months so more projects could be completed.
