Project Location: The project is located at 106 Maclver Street (APN 08-120-20) within the incorporated area of
Bishop, California. The site is a .74 acre parcel to the east of Main Street.

Project Description: This Initial Study concerns a request by Mountain Manufactured Homes, Inc. to
place manufactured model homes and a sales office facility with site improvements at 106 Maclver Street. The
project has current approval for the temporary placement of the model homes for sale without utilities provided to
the units and without a permanent office facility within the units. The proponent is proposing to use one of the
model homes as a sales office for the business. The facility will be providing adequate paved parking for the use and
site improvements. The site was formally a hotel which was demolished in 2005

The proposed project and adjacent properties are within a C-1 zoning district (General Commercial and
Retail District). The settings vary from restraints to the west, a large retail/professional facility to the
south, a trailer park across Maclver St. to the north and a senior citizen manufactured home park to the
east.

Proposed Findings: The Initial Study finds that the proposed project would not have a significant adverse impact
on the environment for the following reasons:
e The request to develop this project is consistent with the City of Bishops General Plan land use designation
of C-1 (General Commercial and Retail). The project is also consistent with the goals and policies of the
General Plans land use element.
e The proposed project will not require the expansion of existing public or private utilities and services
(electrical, telephone, sewer, water and solid waste disposal).




e Based upon the Initial Study and Environmental Evaluation of the proposed
project, and the mitigation measures incorporated herein, the project involves no
potential for adverse effect, either individually or cumulatively, on wildlife, native
plants, streams, water courses, scenic or historic resources and human beings. The
required mitigation measures are as follows:

1. Hydrology and Water Quality (Section VI1II. of the Initial Study)
Potential Impacts: The proposed project has the potential to violate stormwater
discharge requirements.
Proposed Mitigation: The applicant will be required to meet the standards for water
quality as set forth by Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control Board. The
proposed project will be required to direct drainage of all paved areas toward a storm
drain interceptor (oil-water separator) before leaving the project site onto the public
right of way. The project proponent will need to submit to City of Bishop detailed
design plans on the oil/water separator for review and approval. Maintenance of the
separator will need to be the responsibility of the proponent. By implementing this
measure, this potential impact will be reduced to a less than significant level.

2. Transportation/Traffic (Section XV. of the Initial Study)
Potential Impacts: The proposed project site has two existing driveway approaches
on Maclver Street that create an accessibility pedestrian hazard.

Proposed Mitigation: The two driveway approaches that service that project site shall
be removed and replaced with Caltrans 2006 standard plan A87A. A City of Bishop
encroachment permit must be obtained prior to this portion of the proposed project.
By implementing this mitigation measure potential impact to design hazards will be
reduced to a less than significant level.

The City of Bishop has determined that the project could not have a significant effect on
the environment, and a Mitigated Negative Declaration will be prepared. This Initial
Study has been prepared to generally describe the proposed project and solicit input from
agencies and the public regarding the scope of the proposed project.

Issues:

I. AESTHETICS -- Would the project:

a) Have a substantial adverse effect on a scenic
vista?

This project is an infill development that will
not significantly impact the scenic vista.

b) Substantially damage scenic resources,
including, but not limited to, trees, rock
outcroppings, and historic buildings within a
state scenic highway?

There are no scenic resources on the proposed
project site and the site is not on a state scenic
highway, therefore will not substantially
damage any scenic resources.

¢) Substantially degrade the existing visual
character or quality of the site and its
surroundings?

This project development will not have an
adverse impact on the existing visual
character or the quality of the site and its
surroundings.

The project is located in the downtown area,
with no wetlands.

The proposed project is in a developed area,
that will not interfere with native residents,
migratory fish or wildlife movement,
migration, or nursery habitat.

The project will not conflict with any local
policies or ordinances protecting biological
resources.

There is no evidence of an earthquake fault on
this site according to Alquist- Priolo Special
Studies Zones, SW ¥4 Bishop Quadrangle
Official Map.

ii) Strong seismic ground shaking?

The project site is in a Seismic Zone 4, seismic
ground shaking is a possibility. The project
structures will be constructed to the HUD
design and standards, therefore, this potential
is considered insignificant.

iii) Seismic-related ground failure, including
liquefaction?
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Although seismic ground shaking is possible,
the potential for liquefaction on site is
considered minimal.

iv) Landslides?

The project site is a flat developed lot with the
adjacent area being relatively flat; therefore,
the potential to landslides has no impact.

b) Result in substantial soil erosion or the loss
of topsoil?

The project site is a flat lot with adjacent
properties and city streets presently developed.
The potential for soil erosion will have no
adverse impact.

c) Be located on a geologic unit or soil that is
unstable, or that would become unstable as a
result of the project, and potentially result in
on- or off-site landslide, lateral spreading,
subsidence, liquefaction or collapse?

Potential impacts of unstable soils is
considered less than significant.

d) Be located on expansive soil, as defined in
Table 18-1-B of the Uniform Building Code
(1994), creating substantial risks to life or
property?

The proposed project site is not located on
expansive soils. The development of this site
will not create a substantial risk to life or
property due to soil stability.

e) Have soils incapable of adequately
supporting the use of septic tanks or alternative
waste water disposal systems where sewers are
not available for the disposal of waste water?

The City of Bishop wastewater treatment
facility will provide service for this project;
therefore, the project will have no need for a
septic tank or waste water disposal system.

The proposed project will have a less than
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significant affect on the public through the
transport, use, or disposal of hazardous
materials.

There are no hazardous materials connected
to the proposed project, therefore, having no
impact.

There are no hazardous materials connected
to the proposed project, therefore, having no
impact.

The project site is not listed as a hazardous
material site, therefore, will not create a
significant hazard too the public or the
environment

safety hazard for people residing or working in
the project area?

This project is within one mile of the Bishop
airport and is close to the normal traffic
pattern for Runway 30. The project is an infill
development and will not significantly increase
hazard.

f) For a project within the vicinity of a private
airstrip, would the project result in a safety
hazard for people residing or working in the
project area?

There is no private airstrip in the project area.
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g) Impair implementation of or physically
interfere with an adopted emergency response
plan or emergency evacuation plan?

The project will not have an adverse impact
with any emergency response plan or
emergency evacuation plan.

h) Expose people or structures to a significant
risk of loss, injury or death involving wildland
fires, including where wildlands are adjacent
to urbanized areas or where residences are
intermixed with wildlands?

The project site is within an urban area. The
potential for a wildland fire will have no
impact.

VIIl. HYDROLOGY AND WATER

No violation of waste discharge or water
quality requirements is anticipated, therefore,
considered a less than significant impact.

Water service will be provided by the City of
Bishop Public Work Department. Capacity of
this water system is adequate to serve this
project, therefore will have no impact on
ground water supplies.

c¢) Substantially alter the existing drainage
pattern of the site or area, including through
the alteration of the course of a stream or river,
in a manner which would result in substantial
erosion or siltation on- or off-site?

This project will not alter any drainage
pattern, course of a stream or river or cause
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any substantial erosion.

d) Substantially alter the existing drainage
pattern of the site or area, including through
the alteration of the course of a stream or river,
or substantially increase the rate or amount of
surface runoff in a manner which would result
in flooding on- or off-site?

The project will not alter the existing drainage
pattern or increase the amount of surface
runoff creating flooding on or off site.

e) Create or contribute runoff water which L4
would exceed the capacity of existing or

planned stormwater drainage systems or

provide substantial additional sources of

polluted runoff?

The project will not alter the existing drainage
pattern but the site does have the potential to
add polluted runoff, although, this impact
could be considered less than a significant
impact with mitigation incorporated.

A suitable mitigated measure would be to
provide an oil/water separation on site and
direct all treated site drainage onto the public
right of way gutter system.

f) Otherwise substantially degrade water
quality?

The project shall provide oil/water separation
on site and direct all site drainage to the
separator. With these measures implemented
this potential impact is considered less than
significant.

g) Place housing within a 100-year flood
hazard area as mapped on a federal Flood
Hazard Boundary or Flood Insurance Rate
Map or other flood hazard delineation map?
The project site is not within a 100-year flood
hazard area (Flood Insurance Rate Map Panel
#060074 0001 June 19, 1985), therefore, will
have no adverse impact.

h) Place within a 100-year flood hazard area
structures which would impede or redirect
flood flows?

The project site is not within a 100-year flood
hazard area, therefore, will have no adverse
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impact.

i) Expose people or structures to a significant
risk of loss, injury or death involving flooding,
including flooding as a result of the failure of a
levee or dam?

Flooding due to a dam failure at this project
site is a possibility according to the inundation
maps prepared by Southern California Edison
Co. This possibility is so remote it is
considered a less than significant impact.

j) Inundation by seiche, tsunami, or mudflow?

This project site is not subject to seiche,
tsunami, or mudflow, therefore will have no
adverse impact.

IX. LAND USE AND PLANNING - Would
the project:

a) Physically divide an established
community?

This project complies with the City of Bishop
C-1 Zoning District which is general
commercial and retail.

b) Conflict with any applicable land use plan,
policy, or regulation of an agency with
jurisdiction over the project (including, but not
limited to the general plan, specific plan, local
coastal program, or zoning ordinance) adopted
for the purpose of avoiding or mitigating an
environmental effect?

This project complies with the City of Bishop
zoning ordinances and the goals and policies
of the City’s General Plan.

¢) Conflict with any applicable habitat
conservation plan or natural community
conservation plan?

This project will not conflict with any
conservation plan or community conservation
plan.

X. MINERAL RESOURCES -- Would the
project:

a) Result in the loss of availability of a known
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mineral resource that would be of value to the
region and the residents of the state?

No significant mineral resources exist on this
site.

b) Result in the loss of availability of a locally-
important mineral resource recovery site
delineated on a local general plan, specific
plan or other land use plan?

No significant mineral resources exist on this
site

X1. NOISE B Would the project result in:

a) Exposure of persons to or generation of
noise levels in excess of standards established
in the local general plan or noise ordinance, or
applicable standards of other agencies?

This project will not produce noise beyond the
standards set by the City’s Municipal Code
(Section 8.12).

b) Exposure of persons to or generation of
excessive groundborne vibration or
groundborne noise levels?

This project will not create groundborne noise
or vibration for any period of time to be
considered an adverse impact.

c) A substantial permanent increase in ambient
noise levels in the project vicinity above levels
existing without the project?

This project will not increase the vicinity
ambient noise levels. Therefore, will not have
an adverse impact

d) A substantial temporary or periodic increase
in ambient noise levels in the project vicinity
above levels existing without the project?

This project will not have temporary or
periodic increase in ambient noise levels.
Therefore, will not have an adverse impact.

e) For a project located within an airport land
use plan or, where such a plan has not been
adopted, within two miles of a public airport or
public use airport, would the project expose
people residing or working in the project area
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to excessive noise levels?

This project is within one mile of the Bishop
airport and is close to the normal traffic
pattern for Runway 30. The project is an infill
development and will not significantly increase
exposure to airport-related noise.

f) For a project within the vicinity of a private
airstrip, would the project expose people
residing or working in the project area to
excessive noise levels?

The project is not near a private airstrip.

The proposed project will not have an adverse
impact by creating substantial growth in the
area either directly or indirectly.

The proposed project is the a commercial use
in a commercially zoned area.

c) Displace substantial numbers of people,
necessitating the construction of replacement
housing elsewhere?

The proposed project is a commercial use in a
commercially zoned area.

The proposed project is a small
commercial facility which will not
impact fire protection services.

The proposed project will not
significantly impact the City of
Bishop Police Department.

The proposed project is a small
commercial facility that will add a
few jobs to the area. Thus will not
have an adverse impact to the school
aged population of the area.

Parks?

This Project will not have an adverse
impact on the city’s parks.

Other public facilities?

The proposed project is a small
commercial facility that will not
substantially impact other public
facilities.

XIV. RECREATION --

a) Would the project increase the use of
existing neighborhood and regional parks or
other recreational facilities such that
substantial physical deterioration of the facility
would occur or be accelerated?

No. The project is a small commercial facility
that will not significantly impact the use of
local public parks.

b) Does the project include recreational
facilities or require the construction or
expansion of recreational facilities which
might have an adverse physical effect on the
environment?

The project will not require the addition of any
additional recreational facilities.

XV. TRANSPORTATION/TRAFFIC --
Would the project:
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a) Cause an increase in traffic which is
substantial in relation to the existing traffic
load and capacity of the street system (i.e.,
result in a substantial increase in either the
number of vehicle trips, the volume to capacity
ratio on roads, or congestion at intersections)?

The proposed project will not cause a
substantial increase in normal traffic to the
existing traffic load, therefore, will have a less
than significant impact on traffic conditions.
Transportation permit requirements for
deliveries of modular buildings will reduce
related traffic impacts to less than significant.

b) Exceed, either individually or cumulatively,
a level of service standard established by the
county congestion management agency for
designated roads or highways?

The proposed project will not cause a
substantial increase in normal traffic to the
existing traffic load, therefore, will have a less
than significant impact on traffic conditions.
Transportation permit requirements for
deliveries of modular buildings will reduce
related traffic impacts to less than significant.

¢) Result in a change in air traffic patterns,
including either an increase in traffic levels or
a change in location that results in substantial
safety risks?

The proposed project will not create a change
in air traffic patterns or increase air traffic
related risks.

d) Substantially increase hazards due to a
design feature (e.g., sharp curves or dangerous
intersections) or incompatible uses (e.g., farm
equipment)?
The sites existing driveway approach
design do not meet accessibility
requirements or codes that create an
pedestrian hazard. With mitigation
incorporated these design features are
considered less than significant.
An appropriate mitigated measure would
be to remove the existing driveway
approaches and replace with standard
Caltrans driveways in accordance with
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2006 standard plan A87A, which is
compliant with accessibility codes.

e) Result in inadequate emergency access?

The project will not interfere with any
emergency response or emergency access.

f) Result in inadequate parking capacity?
The project complies with the City of Bishop

commercially zoned parking requirements
(Municipal Code Section 17.48.070).

g) Conflict with adopted policies, plans, or
programs supporting alternative transportation
(e.g., bus turnouts, bicycle racks)?

This project will have no conflict with
alternative transportation programs.

XVI. UTILITIES AND SERVICE SYSTEMS
B Would the project:

a) Exceed wastewater treatment requirements
of the applicable Regional Water Quality
Control Board?

Wastewater treatment will be provided for this
project by the City of Bishop Public Works
Department and will not exceed wastewater
treatment capacity of this service provider.

b) Require or result in the construction of new
water or wastewater treatment facilities or
expansion of existing facilities, the
construction of which could cause significant
environmental effects?

The wastewater service provider will have
adequate capacity to provide service to this
project without expansion of their facility.

¢) Require or result in the construction of new
storm water drainage facilities or expansion of
existing facilities, the construction of which

could cause significant environmental effects?

The project will not require the construction of

a new off-site storm water drainage facility,
therefore, have no impact

d) Have sufficient water supplies available to
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serve the project from existing entitlements
and resources, or are new or expanded
entitlements needed?

The Public Works Department of the City of
Bishop will provide water service to the
proposed project. The water system will not
require new or expanded entitlements to
provide this service.

The City of Bishop Public Works Departments
wastewater treatment facility has adequate
capacity to serve this project demands.

Inyo County Sunland Landfill has adequate
solid waste capacity for the proposed
property.

The project will comply with all federal, state
and local statutes and regulation related to
solid waste.
