Project Location: The project will be located at Verizon Communication Facility, 330
Lagoon Street (APN 01-174-11) within the incorporated area of Bishop, California.

Project Description: The proposed project is a request by Verizon Wireless to construct
a ten foot tower extension with panel antennas to the existing wireless communication
tower located at 330 Lagoon Street. The project consists of adding a 10’ tower section to
the top of the existing 105” tower with 12-4’ panel antennas. The 10’ extension is
required to provide frequency separation between the existing microwave dishes and the
proposed panel antennas. The total net height will go from the current height from the top
of the existing whip antennas of 118’ to 115’ as the new antenna configuration will not
exceed the top of the proposed tower extension. The existing 5-13” whip antennas will be
removed from the tower. The project is a technological upgrade to an existing wireless
telephone facility which will allow for increased wireless capacity.

Proposed Findings: The Initial Study finds that the proposed project would not have a
significant adverse impact on the environment for the following reasons:

e The request to develop this project is consistent with the City of Bishop’s General
Plan land use designation of C-2 (General Commercial). The project is also
consistent with the goals and policies of the General Plans land use element.

e The proposed project will not require the expansion of existing public services
(electrical, telephone, sewer, water, and solid waste disposal).

e Based upon the Initial Study and Environmental Evaluation of the proposed
project, and the mitigation measures incorporated herein, the project involves no
potential for adverse effect, either individually or cumulatively, on wildlife, native
plants, streams, water courses, scenic or historic resources and human beings. The
required mitigation measures are as follows:




IX. LAND USE AND PLANNING (Section IX. of the Initial Study).

Potential Impacts: Bishop Municipal Code Section 17.52.050 Height of buildings, states
building heights in a commercial district shall not exceed 30°. The proposed tower height
will be approximately 115’ in height, exceeding the allowable height by 85°.

Proposed Mitigation: The project will require the applicant to request a conditional use
permit from the City of Bishop Planning Commission to set aside Section 17.52.050
Building Heights.

XV. TRANSPORTATION/TRAFFIC (Section XV. of Initial Study)

Potential Impacts: The proposed tower is within the Bishop Airports airspace. The tower
height of 115’ is within 15’ of the airport approach elevation of 4,271.8. The tower has
the potential to interfere with the airport airspace.

Proposed Mitigation: Verizon Communications must have approval from the FAA of the
tower height prior to construction of the tower extension.

The City of Bishop has determined that the project could not have a significant effect on
the environment, and a Mitigated Negative Declaration will be prepared. This Initial
Study has been prepared to generally describe the proposed project and solicit input from
agencies and the public regarding the scope of the proposed project.

The review period for this Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration expires: June 22, 2007.

The City of Bishop is not required to respond to any comments received after this date.

The project is an existing tower facility
surrounded by public streets with
commercial and professional facilities. The
existing tower with whip antennas has an
height of 118’ which is 3’ higher than the
proposed tower. The tower extension will not
substantially alter the existing tower,
therefore, shall have a less than significant
impact on the scenic vista.

ii) Strong seismic ground shaking?

The project site is in a Seismic Zone 4, seismic
ground shaking is a possibility. The project
structures will be constructed to the Uniform
Building Code seismic zone 4 requirements and
standards. Therefore, this potential is considered
insignificant.

iii) Seismic-related ground failure, including
liquefaction?

Although seismic ground shaking is possible,
the potential for liquefaction on site is considered
minimal.

iv) Landslides?

The project site is a flat lot with the adjacent area
within 2 to 3 miles being relatively flat; therefore,
the potential to landslides has no impact.

b) Result in substantial soil erosion or the loss of
topsoil?

The project site is a flat graded lot with adjacent
properties and city streets presently developed.
With the development of the project site the
potential for soil erosion will have no adverse
impact.

c) Be located on a geologic unit or soil that is
unstable, or that would become unstable as a
result of the project, and potentially result in on-
or off-site landslide, lateral spreading,
subsidence, liquefaction or collapse?

Potential impacts of unstable soils is considered
less than significant.

The proposed project site is not located on
expansive soils. The development of this site will
not create a substantial risk to life or property
due to soil stability.

The City of Bishop wastewater treatment facility
provides service for this project; therefore, the
project will have no need for a septic tank or
waste water disposal system.

The project will not alter any drainage
pattern, course of a stream or river or cause
any substantial erosion.

Flooding due to a dam failure at this project
site is a possibility according to the
inundation maps prepared by Southern
California Edison Co. This possibility is so
remote it is considered a less than significant
impact.

or mudflow, therefore will have no adverse
impact.

This project is within one mile of the Bishop
airport and is close to the normal traffic
pattern for Runway 30.

The proposed
project should not create a change in air
traffic patterns.

The project will not interfere with any
emergency response or emergency access.
