California, 93514 for $100 for each set.  This charge shall not be refunded. 

 

This project is located on three streets: Short Street from South Second Street to South Third Street, 

North Third Street from East Pine Street to East Elm Street and East Elm Street from North Third 

Street to Howard Street, with additional work on and adjacent to the intersection at Short Street and 

South Third Street, and the intersection at East Pine Street and North Third Street  This is a 

rehabilitation project consisting of the construction of a complete street section within a 60 foot 

right of way for a length of approximately 630 feet on Short Street, and approximately 750 feet on 

North Third Street and East Elm Street, including paved road, curb and gutter, sidewalks, planters, 

driveways, storm drain, sewer and water, and removal of existing facilities that interfere with the 

construction.   This project includes furnishing of all labor, implements, tools, machinery, materials 

and all other work required to complete the project. 

 

The estimated range for the construction cost of this project is $650,000 to $1,000,000. 

 

This project is partially funded with State funds. As a result, contracting preferences do not 

apply to this project.
